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The three largest and most beautiful small islands – Naissaar, 
Aegna and Prangli – are situated close to Tallinn. Those 

who have visited them once are likely to return for more. A sea

The joyride to Naissaare starts at the Pirita Sailing Centre in the 

morning of the first day. 

Naissaar (Nargö) is with its 1,860 hectares the largest 

island in the Gulf of Finland. The day on the island starts with a 

truck safari during which the most important sights of the island 

are visited. For example, the safari takes you to see czarist and 

soviet-era military buildings, the beacon, a wooden church and a 

buoyant mine museum. We also stop to see the brand new concert 

hall Nargen Opera, where concerts and plays are performed in 

summer. After lunch a train safari along narrow rails takes us to 

see the mine storage. We leave the wonderful island of Naissaar 

right before dinner and head to the nearby islet Aegna.

Aegna (Ulfsö), which is 285 hectares in size, is the only 

island that officially belongs to the Tallinn city centre. Only 4 

residents live on the island around the year although it has about 

30 buildings and real properties. 

Aegna‘s most popular sights are well-preserved historical buildings 

and military stations. Barbecue dinner and sauna will be prepared 

upon arrival at Aegna. All visitors are allocated their rooms and 

those who wish can take a walk for a couple of hours. After 

a refreshing beauty sleep and tasty breakfast, the adventure 

continues towards Prangli. >

Prangli (Rangö) is the oldest populated islet in Estonia. 

Swedes established their homes in Prangli already in the 13th 

century, later came Finns and Estonian fishermen and seal hunters. 

Today approximately 100 people live on the island around the year. 

Prangli has a functioning school, a church and a cultural centre. The 

inhabitants’ primary income comes from tourism and fishing. 

Upon arrival, we are served lunch at the local cultural centre. Then 

there will be a truck safari during which we visit the island‘s most 

important sights and get acquainted with the local life. Among 

other things, smoked flounder and perch will be served. Thereafter 

the ride home begins. When arriving at Pirita, a tasty dinner and 

good wine will await us at the Sailing Centre.
